creates a grant program for school health centers, combined with Sendtdritflay-

Thomas' prior legislation (AB 2560 of 2006) marks the first effort to provide ditats

assistance to school health centers. While SB 564 sets up the framework for exgpeanding
number school health centers in California, expansion will not take place until there a

actual dollars appropriated. CSHC celebrates this victory—which would not have bee
possible without the support of all of our state and local partners—and we continue to look to
you for support as we work to identify a funding source for our new grant program!

California’s Family PACT program in jeopardy

Each year, the Family PACT program funds family planning and reproductivé Beattces

for approximately 1.65 million women and men and has been credited with averting nearly
250,000 unintended pregnancies in 2005-2006 alone. Family PACT is a primary source of
funding for the reproductive health services provided by school health centers. The program
currently operates under a federal waiver that ended in 2004 but has continued under
temporary extensions. In September, the Centers for Medicare and MedivatdsSe

(CMS) sent a letter with terms of the new Family PACT waiver that tite $annot possibly
meet or afford. For example, enrollees would be required to file significantsy mor
paperwork, including quarterly income verification, a mandatory Social Sgeouritber,
citizenship verification, and confirmation that the applicant has no other form cdicsur

The State would be required to hire up to 2,800 new staff, an impossible task given the state
budget deficit. Moreover, the new terms would create significant bawieese that would
seriously erode the social and economic benefits of the program. Calb@pgatment of

Governor Schwarzenegger called a special legislative session last veelekdss the state's
worsening budget situation, already $11.2 billion in deficit. The Governor has defined the
problem as both a spending and a revenue issue and has proposed additional mid-year cuts
and new taxes. His proposal includes $2.5 billion in cuts to K-14 education and additional
cuts to the Medi-Cal program. The deadline for the special session to approve the goposal
November 38, which is the last day for termed-out legislators.
