The purpose of the poster presentations is to provide greater opportunity for showcasing best practices and research in the school health field and to foster collegial dialogue.
· Approximately eight posters will be presented during the reception on March 6th, from 5-6:30pm. In addition, presenters may display their posters on March 7th (location TBD). 
· Presenters should prepare and bring a 40” x 60” poster. CSHC will provide foam core poster boards, easels, and thumbtacks for displaying each poster. More guidance on developing a poster presentation will be provided upon selection of presenters.
· Presenters will not have access to a table, chart paper, markers, or audiovisual equipment and should not bring a projector or PowerPoint. Presenters may bring handouts on their project if desired.
