California School Health Centers Association: 2011 Bill List

CSHC is supporting the following legislation in the California Legislature: 
· SB 394: California Healthy Schools Act of 2011

This bill, introduced by Senator Mark DeSaulnier, requires California public schools and certain child care centers to take commonsense steps to reduce pesticide use and ensure a safer learning and working environment for California children and educators.  The bill promotes integrated pest management practices and ensures that schools do not use pesticides with active ingredients known to cause cancer or reproductive toxicity or to be groundwater contaminants, toxic air contaminants, or fumigants. STATUS: Not moving forward. Held in Senate Appropriations Committee.
· AB 823: Children’s Cabinet of California                                                                                                                                                     This bill, introduced by Assembly Member Roger Dickinson, establishes the Children’s Cabinet of California, consisting of the Superintendent of Public Instruction, the Secretary of Health and Human Services, and the head of each agency and department within the state that provides services for, or has jurisdiction over, the well being of children. The Children’s Cabinet will promote information sharing, collaboration, efficiency, and improve the delivery of services to children across the state.                         STATUS: Will be heard in Senate Appropriations Committee on August 25, 2011.
· AB 1373: A Teen Dating Violence Prevention Education Bill                                                           This bill, introduced by Assembly Member Paul Fong, addresses teen dating violence by encouraging locally driven, flexible and cost-effective programs through family-school-community partnerships. It authorizes schools to provide education to promote healthy relationships and prevent teen dating violence and also directs the Superintendent of Public Instruction to provide information about model programs on its website.   STATUS: Not moving forward. Held in Assembly Appropriations Committee.
· AB 1296:  No Wrong Door Public Health Coverage Enrollment                                                                                                                                                         This bill, introduced by Assembly Member Susan Bonilla, creates the new consumer-friendly “one stop shop” to enroll and renew people into public health coverage programs. This bill meets the requirement of the Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act that states have a seamless, “no wrong door” system by creating a unified application for public health coverage program, promoting real-time determination of eligibility whenever possible, providing consumer assistance, enhancing information technology systems so that they are transparent and protect consumers, and more.              STATUS: Will be heard in Senate Appropriations Committee on August 25, 2011.
·  AB 9: Bullying Prevention and Response
This bill, introduced by Assembly Member Ammiano,  requires that every school district create a policy and procedures that prohibits discrimination, harassment, intimidation and bullying, and for reporting and addressing complaints of such instances. Similarly, the bill requires that the policy be posted throughout the school and in various publications, as well as the school district website. This bill also provides professional development for school personnel in regards to the school policy, and how to identify and intervene in these events.                                                    STATUS: Will be heard in Senate Appropriations Committee on August 25, 2011.
· AB 499: Minors Medical Consent 

This bill, introduced by Assembly Member Atkins, expands the current law for confidential medical services to which minors (age 12+) can consent to include prevention of sexually transmitted diseases. Under state law, minors are able to consent to a range of confidential medical services.  However, there is a gap in the law relative to prevention of sexually transmitted diseases.  This omission creates a barrier to time-critical preventive services.                                                        STATUS: Will be heard in Senate Appropriations Committee on August 25, 2011.
