· Thursday March 14th (2 pm – 5 pm) – Optional pre-conference workshops
· Friday March 15th (9 am – 5 pm) – Plenary, workshops, lunchtime roundtables, and exhibits 
There will be approximately 20 optional lunchtime roundtables.
· Roundtables will last 30-40 minutes and will seat up to 8-10 participants.
· Exhibitors may submit roundtable proposals but please note that roundtables are not to be used as marketing or sales opportunities for companies/products. 

· Applicants for conference workshops and/or the program showcase are welcome to submit roundtable applications as well.
· Facilitators will be asked to lead the discussion by presenting a 5-minute introduction to the topic and posing 2-3 open-ended questions to guide the group’s conversation. There will be no formal presentations, PowerPoints, flip charts, or markers.
We are open to proposals on any school health topic, including, but not limited to:
· School-based immunization clinics

· School-based oral health programs
· School health services as part of the “community school” model

· Meeting the needs of LGBTQ youth

· Meeting the needs of rural communities
· Partnering with “minute clinics” (e.g., pharmacy clinics)

· Training and supervision of unlicensed personnel
· Maximizing federal HRSA school-based health center grant awards

Approximately 400 participants are expected at the conference, including:
· School-based health center staff and administrators

· Student support and health services personnel
· Community medical, mental health, and oral health providers 
· School administrators and student services leaders

· Local, regional, and state officials and policymakers

· School health program funders
