There will be 3 workshop sessions, each lasting 75 minutes, with approximately 6 concurrent workshops. Each workshop is expected to draw between 20 and 60 participants. Please note that workshop presenters will be required to provide their PowerPoint presentations in advance of the conference so that they can be made available ahead of time to conference participants.

We are open to proposals on any school health topic, but are particularly interested in the following:

· School-based mental health and/or violence prevention programs, including how to integrate  physical and mental health services, respond to trauma, and support school staff
· School-based reproductive health programs, including how to get buy-in from school staff, and school-based services for pregnant/parenting teens, including how to reach/serve young men

· School-based obesity prevention and intervention programs
· Youth-friendly school health services for teens
· The role of school health services in supporting student success in school

· Partnerships between school-based health centers and school nurses
· The role of school-based health centers in the patient-centered medical home model
· School-based health insurance outreach and enrollment strategies
· Creative marketing and messaging strategies to build support for school health services

· Student support and health services personnel
· Community medical, mental health, and oral health providers 
· School administrators and student services leaders

· Local, regional, and state officials and policymakers
