The commercial sexual exploitation of youth is a growing and insidious problem that is prevalent in the San Francisco Bay Area.  Every day some of the most vulnerable youth are prostituted for other people’s profit and Alameda County has become known as an area of increasing activity.  This workshop will help dispel some of the commonly-held myths and stereotypes about the CSEC population. Current information will be provided about the tactics that pimps use to coerce youth, the factors that make some youth at higher risk for being recruited into commercial sexual exploitation, and the impact that commercial sexual exploitation has on youth.  Community efforts and resources to provide support to the CSEC population will also be discussed.

Please note:  This is a beginning level course.
Wendy Calimag, MSW oversees all community-based programs at Girls Incorporated of Alameda County.  Since 2004, she has presided over the development and administration of various Girls Inc. programs including: teen pregnancy prevention programming, fitness, advocacy, family strengthening, high school science, technology, engineering and math (STEM) programs, and summer camps. Prior to joining Girls Inc. in 2004, Wendy served as the Wellness Services Director for Urban Services YMCA in San Francisco where she managed violence prevention programs, case management services, family education programs, mentoring programs, and health education programs. Wendy has a Master of Social Work from Washington University- St. Louis.
