Integration into health care delivery system reform:

Workshops on health care and delivery system reforms, such as new payment models, investment in population health, and coordination with other health care organizations. Topics can include how school-based health models have worked with health plans to fund school-based programs, coordinated patient care with other health care providers, or implemented information sharing and data systems with other health organizations. 
Other school health:
Workshops on a variety of education and health topics, including recent research in children’s health and learning, youth engagement and development, policy issues impacting health and schools, classroom and group health curricula, and strategies integrating with education initiatives (common core, local control and accountability plans).
